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Guy Boivin, PhD * (CAN). Dr. Guy Boivin is a professor in the Department of Pediatric of the
Faculty of Medicine at Laval University. He held the Canada Research Chair in Emerging Viruses
and Antiviral Resistance during 14 years, as well as a « Foundation » grant from the Canadian
Institutes of Health Research (CIHR) for 7 years. He is also co-principal investigator of major
grants, such as the FPQIS ($ 12M), for the development of new generation influenza vaccines in
the elderly. He is author or co-author of over 400 scientific publications and 390 presentations at
various international conferences and symposia.

Jean-Yves Sancéau, PhD * (FRA, CAN). Jean-Yves is project leader at the Organic Synthesis
Service (OSS) of the Centre de Recherche du CHU Québec which aims to help researchers in life
science who need custom synthesis.

Olivier Barbier, PhD *, ** (FRA, CAN). Olivier Barbier serves as full professor and independent
scientist as well as vice dean at the faculty of medicine. His research program aims at deciphering
the bile acid signalling pathways in order to take advantage of their therapeutic potential in clinic.
Besides his professor-researcher’s activities, Dr. Barbier also occupies important functions with
institutional (University Council, Committee of Students Affairs of Laval University), provincial
(Club de Recherche Clinique du Québec), national (Intern reviewer for the Canadian Institute of
Health Research) and international authorities (Committee director of the Cholestatic and Biliary
Disorders Special Interest Group, American Association for the Study of Liver Diseases).

Donald Poirier, PhD * (CAN). Dr. Donald Poirier has been a professor at the Department of
Molecular Medicine (Faculty of Medicine, Laval University, Québec, Qc) since July 1991 as well
as a researcher at the CHU de Québec — Research Center (Québec, Qc). Since 2008, he has also
been Director of the Organic Synthesis Service and Co-Director of the Analytical and Medicinal
Chemistry Platform. has published 220 scientific publications and is the holder of 11 patents and
patent applications.

Bart Staels, PhD (FRA/BE). He is Full Professor at the Faculty of Pharmacy, University of Lille,
France. He holds the position of Director of the Inserm Unit UMR 1011 (Institut Pasteur in Paris,
Medical Research campus in Lille). His research focusses on the pathophysiological mechanisms
and molecular pharmacology of cardiovascular and metabolic diseases. Bart Staels is member of
the European and American Associations for the Study of Liver Disease (EASL and AASLD). He
was awarded the Young Investigator prize by the EAS, the bronze medal by the CNRS (National
Scientific Research Center), the Lifetime Achievement Award by the British Atherosclerosis
Society, and many other prizes. He published more than 820 scientific publications.

Philip Calder, PhD (UK). Prof Calder is a highly regarded scientist who developed a broad
interest in nutritional modulation of immunity, inflammation and cardiometabolic disease risk.
Much of his work has been devoted to exploring the metabolism and functionality of fatty acids
with an emphasis on the roles of omega-3 fatty acids. He published over 700 scientific publications
and has been awarded the Sir David Cuthbertson Medal by the Nutrition Society in 1995 among
many other distinguished honors. Prof Calder was President of the Nutrition Society (2016-2019)
and President of the Federation of European Nutrition Societies (FENS; 2019-2023). He is
currently Associate Editor of Clinical Science and the Journal of Nutrition & Nutrition Research.

Charles N. Serhan, PhD, DSc (US). Prof. Charles Nicholas Serhan is the Simon Gelman
Professor of Anaesthesia (Biochemistry and Molecular Pharmacology) at Harvard Medical School
and Professor of Oral Medicine, Infection and Immunity at Harvard School of Dental Medicine.
He is Director of the Center for Experimental Therapeutics and Reperfusion Injury at Brigham
and Women’s Hospital. In 1987, he joined the faculty at Harvard Medical School in 1987 and
received an honorary degree from Harvard University (1996). Current research in the Serhan
laboratory focuses on structural elucidation of novel bioactive molecules that activate the
resolution of inflammation. He wrote more than 600 research articles on inflammation.
